	Culture Clues

	Contributions
	There is no evidence of the main character contributing to the community garden.
	An attempt has been made to engage the main character in the garden storyline, but it is weak, confusing, or incomplete.
	The writer has effectively inserted his or her main character into the garden storyline.  It is realistic.
	The writer has thoroughly explained the significant contributions his or her main character has made to the community garden.  

	Conventions
	An abundance of grammatical, spelling, punctuation, and/or capitalization errors make the work difficult to understand.  
	There is some evidence of editing prior to publishing. There may still be many grammatical errors present in the work.
	An effort has been made to upgrade vocabulary; correct errors in spelling, capitalization, punctuation, and grammar; and vary sentence structure.  Several errors may be present, but they do not distract the reader.
	There is indisputable evidence of corrections to capitalization, punctuation, sentence structure, spelling and word choice.  The chapter has few or no errors.
