2.  Requirements
Now that you have made your lists of your most important customs, you will need to decide what is most important to you and what you want to show in a cultural photo.  The following are required parts of this assignment:

· 1 photo or image. (This photo can be a recent or a found photo from your family collection, but you will be attaching it to an 8/5x11 sheet of card stock, so make sure it can be used.  Photos do not need to be printed on photo paper.  If you are especially artistic or unable to get your hands on a photo that you can share, you may also draw an image that represents things that you value.)
· A hidden image key that captions the image, but is not visible when viewing the project.

Planning your images

Most of you will use digital photography to capture your images of culture.  You will need to make a plan detailing how you will set up the picture and how you will show that custom in a photo.  Think about the best location to show your culture. We want these photos to be memorable, not just you in your bedroom.  You should plan on taking more than one picture so you have a choice of the best one.  If you are using found images or drawings you will also need to plan out how you will find a picture that shows the custom you what.
