Agora – a popular meeting place where people could shop and talk
Myths – they taught lessons of the gods and goddesses and explained elements of nature
Acropolis – city on the hill
Parthenon – example of Greek architecture
Hippocratic Oath – what doctors say before practicing medicine; named after Hippocrates, the father of medicine
Columns – most obvious trait of Greek architecture on the fronts of many buildings today
Knowledge – something most Greeks strived to acquire or gain
Olympics – athletes competed in these
Mt. Olympus – where the gods resided or lived
Socrates – a famous philosopher
Pericles – a general in Athens responsible for rebuilding the acropolis after it was destroyed during the Persian wars

Poseidon – brother of Zeus; god of the sea, earthquakes, and horses
