NOVEL Game 2014
Dear Students and Parents, 
Welcome to the NOVEL GAME! In this assignment, students will be asked to read a novel independently and complete FIVE mini-assignments in order to create a presentation to share with the class.   

The project is designed to give students freedom to complete the assignment based on their strengths and interests.  The guidelines are as follows:

1. Students choose and read a novel.  It can be realistic fiction, historical fiction, fantasy fiction, or science fiction.   Do not select a graphic novel.
2. Get approval from Mrs. Coulter before you start the project.  Bring her the book so she can approve it and record the title and author of the book you’ve chosen.

3. Students choose the FIVE activities they would like to complete by spelling “NOVEL” on the assignment board.  The “free space” may be used to create an activity of the student’s choice.  Please get teacher approval before doing a free space activity.
4. Students will create a presentation displaying the five activities (using a tri-fold board) which will be viewed by other students in class on May 13, 2014, the due date.
Additional Notes:  

· Book recommendation lists are posted on the language arts page at http://salemsupernovas.weebly.com
· Students may buy a book or borrow one from the school media center or Mrs. Coulter.

· Students are encouraged to choose and read a book over track out. 

· TIP: Choose your five activities before you start reading your novel.  Then you’ll know what to look for as you read. 

· Students, if you own the book you are using for the project, highlight and annotate as you read.  If you are borrowing a book, use Post-its to mark important quotes or other details.  If you know you need three quotes or ten interesting vocabulary words, it will make your life much easier if you find these as you read the book.  Don’t finish the book and THEN go back and look for all these ingredients.
This project will require students to complete work outside of the classroom. A small amount of class time will be dedicated to planning, organizing and creating the presentation.
